Reason for EI:
Well Nancy is definitely a troubled child.  Up until 6th grade, she was a well-adjusted and performing student. However, this is not the case and Nancy withdraws from interpersonal relationships as a form of protection from her life and the insecurity that brings with it.  I agree with the assessment that she needs to talk to a counselor or a close mentor in order for her to deal with this issue.
5 Accommodations:
1. Class activity – Depending on the class, I would suggest an activity that centers on the kids discussing those they know in the class or even talking about themselves.  If Nancy sees that everyone has to deal with flaws and issues, it might help with realization that everyone is human and that is ok.

2. Teaching adaptation – For every week Nancy comes to class, Friday lunch is on me…  We can talk about her week and any issues that have come up.  Guaranteed she will have someone that will be completely honest with her that will not be a hostile environment.

3. After-School adaptation – Find an after school program that works with kids in broken homes.  Show them that community can be positive and encouraging without fear.  An opportunity to learn coping devices for time spent at home.

4. Home intervention/mediation – Talk to the parents to see what is going on and if there are any opportunities to improve the conditions in Nancy’s home life.
5. Drastic measure – If necessary, contact DCFS after talking to school personnel and finding Nancy a temporary/permanent residence away from abusive family.
